#2: "One particularly brave fairy landed on my shoulder guiding me deeper into the woods." 

Strengths: 

●​ Your description creates a vivid mental picture 
●​ You effectively build personal connection with a specific fairy character 

Weakness: Missing comma and detail → Your sentence lacks proper punctuation between actions. 
You wrote "shoulder guiding" without a comma. You could add more detail about how the fairy 
guided you. 

Exemplar: One particularly brave fairy, glowing with gentle warmth, landed on my shoulder, 
whispering directions as it guided me deeper into the woods. 

#3: "They were slender and graceful, their eyes twinkling with wisdom. The elves welcomed me 
with open arms, offering me a feast of fruits and berries." 

Strengths: 

●​ Your description of the elves is detailed and vivid

Weakness: Limited sensory details → While you describe how the elves look, you don't include 
how the fruits and berries taste or smell. Adding these details would make your encounter feel 
more real.
