Weakness: Sentence structure — There's a grammatical error in the second sentence where "he saw"
and "appeared" create redundancy. This disrupts the flow of the narrative and confuses the reader about
the sequence of events.

Exemplar: After hours of exploration, every muscle in Nico's body ached and his parched tongue
begged for water. Suddenly, a colossal mountain as tall as a skyscraper loomed before him.

This creates monotony and reduces the impact of the dramatic scene you're
creating.

Exemplar: The ogre knocked him back to the ground with such force that nearby trees shuddered
and cave entrances crumbled from the impact.

m Your adventure story has an exciting premise with a clear beginning, middle and climax. The
character of Nico is well established in the opening paragraph, giving readers a good understanding of
who he is. You've included some nice descriptive language, especially when describing the setting and
dangers Nico faces. To improve your writing, try breaking longer sentences into shorter ones to create
more impact. Focus on showing Nico's emotional journey throughout the adventure - how does he feel
when facing each challenge? You could add more details about the diamond itself to build its
importance in the story. Additionally, consider developing Nico's character growth more gradually
throughout the story rather than just mentioning it at the end. Try varying your sentence structures and
vocabulary to make your writing more engaging. The ending feels a bit rushed - you might expand on
how Nico defeats the ogre and his journey back home with the diamond.
